• Maintain and expand tax-credits for qualifying wood
heat appliances

Specifically: 

Farm Bill 

• Include provisions in 2023 Farm Bill reauthoriza�on
that bind federal agencies and departments to recognize
biomass carbon neutrality in any federal environmental or
energy rulemaking 

• Support the ongoing inclusion of the Advanced Biofuels
Payment Program in the Farm Bill

• Support the con�nua�on of the Community Wood
Energy Grants in the Farm Bill

• Support the con�nua�on of the Wood Innova�ons
Grants in the Farm Bill

Renewable Energy Tax Credits 

• Raise the cap on biomass appliance installa�ons
included in the Residen�al Clean Energy Property Credit
to $8,000 to incen�vize the installa�on of whole home
wood pellet boiler systems

• Expand the Clean Energy Property Credit to commercial
installa�ons

Renewable Fuels Standard 

• Direct the EPA to authorize a pathway within the
Renewable Fuel Standard for wood pellet producers to
generate Renewable Iden�fica�on Numbers
